Educational Philosophy

We offer a program that blends teacher-directed activities and self-initiated learning in a setting
that includes art, music, dramatic play, pre-reading manipulatives, large motor activities and hands
-on natural science. Children work together in mixed-aged groupings except for 45 minute “group
time” each morning and afternoon. At “group time” children are divided by age with one teacher
for activities appropriate to their age development.

Our emphasis is on the process more than the product of learning. It is our goal fo plant within each
child the seed of confidence that grows with every success in meeting a challenge. Through careful
selection of learning materials, we hope to instill in our children the desire, the need and joy of

learning.
